Proxy Voting
What is a proxy?  It is a document authorizing another person to carry a vote on your behalf. 

· The person carrying the proxy vote on your behalf must be an eligible voter
· No person shall appoint more than one individual to carry your voting proxy

· No person can carry a proxy for more then one person unless the person(s) they are voting for are the spouse, a sibling, parent, child, grandparent, or grandchild who must be registered property owners in the Town of Kearney
· Proxies can only be completed AFTER the close of candidate nominations on Friday, September 10th, 2010, unless additional nominations are required, then Monday September 13th 2010.)
The voting process:

· The person carrying the proxy must present  two copies of the signed document to the Clerk or designate who will issue a certificate after approving the proxy. This certificate must be presented when the designated person casts your vote. The certification may be done during normal office hours or during the advance polls or Election Day.  NOTE: The signatures must be originals. Photocopies will not be acceptable. If you are in a different location from the person who is carrying your proxy you will need to mail the forms to them. Get it mailed early! 
· The  advance polls will take place on Saturday, October 9th & Saturday October 16th, 2010 between 12 noon and 5 p.m. Election Day , October 25,2010 ,voting hours are 10 A.M. until 8 P.M. PROXIES WILL ONY BE ACCEPTED UNTIL 5 P.M. ON ELECTION DAY.
